NSAA Manitoba Mountain Telemark Ski Tour

March 14-15, 2009
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Join us for a fun filled winter camping ski trip allowing you to telemark ski and tour in one of the safest places in Alaska to do so.  Feel free to join us for Saturday if your schedule doesn’t allow a full weekend of fun.

We'll meet up at the Chugach State Park Headquarters parking lot near Potters Marsh at 9 am on Saturday March 14h .  This is the parking lot with the train and the batrooms.  From there we’ll car pool and drive to the trailhead at mile 48 of the Seward highway.

Expect to ski on a well established trail, traveling about 1 ¾ miles and gaining about 1000 feet in altitude before we set up camp.  We’ll camp in the trees out of the wind dig a pit for a common area for cooking and.  From this campsite we can quickly climb from for some turns or go for a tour.  See the attached map for the location of the camp, the GPS coordinates are: 60° 41.061” N,  149° 26.795”W

Bring your own camping gear and food, a parts list is attached for suggestions.  Be prepared for the elements, it can be windy and cold.  You'll need skins for your skis to access the camping area and to climb Manitoba Mountain for the telemark skiing. You should have avalanche gear (beacon, shovel, and probe) if you plan on telemark skiing.

Expect to arrive back to the cars about 4 or 5 pm depending on how much fun is happening.
